The Original Rainwater Pillow is custom designed to fit neatly inside your crawl space, under your deck or porch. It is out of sight and out of your way.  A usual, short-yet-intense downpour (which does little to actually alleviate the drought) can fill our standard size unit, which holds about 1000 gallons of water. That’s 22 times as much as a standard rain barrel! Custom pillows can be manufactured up to 40,000 gallons.
Here’s how it works: Rainwater from your gutters is redirected through a filter that separates out debris to flow through a completely sealed pipe into the rainwater pillow where it is stored.  Every part of the system that can come in contact with your home’s interior is completely sealed and overflow valves keep water at proper levels; no moisture from The Original Rainwater Pillow will leak, evaporate or otherwise enter your home. 

With just a click of a remote control, water is pumped out of a garden hose for virtually any outdoor use. The pump delivers 10-12 gallons of water per minute, which is a little more pressure than most outdoor faucets – more than enough for sprinkler heads, drip systems, top off your pool – you could even wash your car.
